MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 
 

BRIEF HISTORY:  Ted and Grace Bachhuber were ardent believers that education provided a way to 
enable people to improve themselves.  In honor of their commitment to education, two scholarship programs 
were created.  The Grace Bachhuber Memorial Scholarship was established to financially assist students of 
the Mayville High School graduating classes.  Later, the Ted Bachhuber Post High School Memorial 
Scholarship was established to financially assist Mayville High School graduates who had demonstrated their 
commitment and ability to succeed at the college level. 
 
WHO IS ELIGIBILE: 

A. The applicant must not have received the Grace Bachhuber Memorial Scholarship. 
B. The applicant must be a full-time student, accepted into a major field of study and entering his/her 

junior, senior, or fifth year senior of a baccalaureate degree program at a college or university, or 
entering the second year of a technical college associate degree program. 

C. The applicant’s major must be in a business, engineering or technical field.  This scholarship 
specifically excludes the legal, medical, nursing, teaching, arts and humanities fields. 

D. The applicant must display a commendable college level academic record. 
 
AMOUNT OF SCHOLARSHIP:  Two (2) baccalaureate scholarships in the amount of $6,000.00 each and 
one (1) associate degree scholarship in the amount of $3,000.00 may be awarded annually.  The scholarships 
may be renewed for a second year dependent on the student’s academic performance, continuation of study 
in the approved academic areas, and year in college.  Determination of continuing eligibility will be made by 
the selection committee. 
 
HOW PAID:  One half of the scholarship is paid at the first semester and the remaining half the second 
semester, upon verification of enrollment.  The scholarship is processed and paid through the Administrative 
Office of Mayville School District.  Recipients will be notified no later than October 1st. 
 
HOW TO APPLY:  The applicant must submit the following:

B. A copy of the specific program or major from the college course catalog. 
C. Official college transcript. 
D. Verification of acceptance into a major field of study (registrar or advisor signature). 
E. Word processed (1 page double spaced) 500 word essay: “Where are you now with your schooling 

and what kind of work do you want to pursue after graduating from college?”
